The Diocese of Maitland-Newcastle Catholic Schools Council, formed in 2007, is called to provide leadership in all areas that relate to the nature and purpose of Catholic schools.  The role of the Council is to explore, discern and provide leadership and advice to the Bishop of Maitland-Newcastle for the purpose of providing the best possible Catholic education for students.
The diocese is seeking people to fill the position of appointed member on the Catholic Schools Council. The appointed member is someone who is interested in and committed to Catholic education and has relevant experience or expertise in education, organisational development, governance, leadership, theology, community building, strategic planning, and awareness of commercial, financial and human resource management issues. It is not anticipated that any individual person would possess all these competencies, but the team as a whole would strive to ensure that there is an adequate wisdom within the group. Interested persons including those with experience and backgrounds outside the area of education are encouraged to express their interest in joining the Council.

The key features of the Council are:
· Membership is based on the expertise and experience that a member would bring to the Council 

· The Council is independent of the Catholic Schools System of the diocese, though in dialogue with it and in service to it. No employees of the Catholic Schools system are eligible for membership.
· The Council is a deliberative and advisory body only. All final decisions in regards to the Council, its mission and purpose, and the Catholic school system remain with the Bishop. 
· Council members engage in consultation (usually annual) with other stakeholders in Catholic education
· The Council meets five half days each year It is made up of 9 members who commit to a term of office of three (3) years (some member’s choose to stay for the maximum of two consecutive terms or six (6) years) 
· The work of the Council continues between meetings, with some members involved in Standing Committees and Working Parties
The Council’s policy of succession planning aims to ensure both the continuity and the expertise balance of the Council. As part of this process, a number of positions have become available and expressions of interest are now being called.
