Aspire can provide teachers with assistance, advice and creative input in
producing their school productions and events. This input can vary as per your
school’s needs and can include support for all or one element of creative arts.

Aspire supports scriptwriting and song writing with a selected group of
students on your school’s choice of themes. Workshops are tailored to
school’s needs, along with the support with writing reflecting the
student’s ideas and input. A selected group of interested students or
even a class could be involved in this writing process through a series
of further opportunities including online writing sessions.

Aspire can assist staff with blocking and movement for performances
and may offer advice on performance, voice and characterisation.

Multiple visits can be
scheduled to assist depending on the needs of each school.

Aspire staff went to Abermain to create an original show based on the theme:
Zones of Regulation. This is an example of a school utilising multiple aspects of
what Aspire can offer, this does not always have to be the case. 
Each class covered one of the zones, with kindergarten also looking at class
agreements.
The concepts for each class’s script were workshopped with one of our Aspire team,
the class, and their teacher, to create an inclusive script based on the student’s
own ideas. This ranged from dinosaurs, to magic potions, to minecraft. The
students felt ownership of these ideas and therefore engaged enthusiastically in
the process. 
Each class also worked with Aspire to write their own song for their theme, which
was recorded for use in the show. Students sang along with confidence and
performed choreography that was created by another Aspire team member.
The teachers of Holy Spirit Abermain were guided by Aspire to continue rehearsals
after script, blocking, song, and choreography was created. They were given
blocking notes, practice videos, edited music, original song tracks and guidance on
the creation of props, set and costume.
